® \When we use ‘because’, ‘since’ and ‘as’, the reason must follow the connective.

e.g. | am going to be late because/since/as | missed the bus.

® \When we use ‘so’, the reason must come before the connective.

e.g. I missed the bus so | am going to be late.
® \We can also start a sentence with ‘since’ and ‘as’ to emphasise the reason.
e.g. Since/As | missed the bus, | am going to be late.
